Leadership Outline: Exodus Chapter 3

I. Moses Encounters the Burning Bush (Exodus 3:1-3)

e Setting the Scene: Moses is tending the flock of Jethro, his father-in-law, near Mount Horeb.
¢ The Burning Bush: Moses notices a bush that is on fire but not consumed.
e Curiosity and Approach: Moses decides to investigate this unusual sight.

Il. God Introduces Himself to Moses (Exodus 3:4-6)

¢ Divine Call: God calls out to Moses from the bush, “Moses! Moses!”

¢ Holy Ground: God instructs Moses to remove his sandals, as he is standing on holy ground.
¢ Identity of God: God reveals Himself as the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.

lll. God’s Mission for Moses (Exodus 3:7-10)

e Divine Plan: God plans to deliver the Israelites from Egypt and bring them to a land flowing with milk and
honey.

e Moses’ Commission: God commands Moses to go to Pharaoh and lead the Israelites out of Egypt.

IV. Moses’ Hesitation and God’s Assurance (Exodus 3:11-12)

¢ Moses’ Doubt: Moses questions his own ability to confront Pharaoh and lead the Israelites.
e God’s Assurance: God promises to be with Moses and gives him a sign that he is sent by God.

V. God’s Revelation of His Name (Exodus 3:13-15)

e Moses’ Concern: Moses asks what he should say if the Israelites ask for God’'s name.
e God’s Name: God reveals His name as “I AM WHO | AM" (Yahweh).
¢ Instruction: God instructs Moses to tell the Israelites that “| AM" has sent him.

VI. God'’s Detailed Instructions (Exodus 3:16-22)

e Gathering the Elders: Moses is to gather the elders of Israel and convey God's message.

e Pharaoh’s Resistance: God predicts Pharaoh’s initial refusal to let the Israelites go.

e Divine Intervention: God promises to perform wonders to compel Pharaoh to release the Israelites.

e Provision for the Journey: God assures that the Israelites will not leave empty-handed but will receive favor
and provisions from the Egyptians.
